The Sika deer, cervus nippon, was introduced to
parks in the UK in 1860, but escapees have
established themselves in our countryside. The
Latin name reveals its Asiatic origin: the Japanese
consider it to be sacred. Although widespread in
Scotland and Ireland its population in England is
patchy. It is a solitary animal, but during the mating
season (August to October) the male makes a loud
whistling call to attract females. (A sort of deer
wolf-whistle?). It is 31 to 47 inches tall (80 to
129cm) at shoulder height, with a reddish brown
coat with white spots in summer. It has a short
white tail and white rump. The male has four-
pointed antlers which are shed in April or May.
These deer inhabit woodland and heathland, and feed
mainly on grasses, sedges and heather, plus a little
tree-bark and fungi, so Chislehurst should suit them
very well. They are most active at dusk. They are
not on the JUCN Red List of threatened species.
